Social Security Administration (SSA) Audit 
The purpose of this memorandum is to notify staff of a Social Security Administration Audit finding that the Cabinet did not report in a timely manner a beneficiary in our custody that had run away. Chapter 7E-CPS Ongoing Out-of-Home Care (OOHC), SOP 7E.2.1-Process Overview for Placement Changes, procedure #10 states:

10. Using the DSS-1251A, Child Placement History Log and the DPP-1263, Title IV-E and Child Support Change of Status, the SSW notifies the Children’s Benefits Worker within ten (10) working days of the change or temporary interruption of placement (including runaway).

Please reinforce this SOP procedure with all appropriate staff to correct this reporting deficiency addressed in the SSA audit.
