The purpose of this memorandum is to reiterate to staff compliance with Standards of Practice (SOP) regarding completing and submitting the Level of Care (LOC) packet to the Regional Placement Coordinator (RPC). The RPC is to reject any paperwork contained within the LOC packet that is incomplete or not up to date. The SSW is required to submit the LOC packet to the RPC when making an initial placement of a child or a placement move in a Private Child Caring (PCC) agency or Private Child Placing (PCP) foster homes following procedures outlined in:
