SUBJECT: Revised Child Protective Services (CPS) Form Letter for Obtaining Information from Medical Providers and New Adult Protective Services (APS) Form Letter for Obtaining Information from Medical Providers
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff of a new form letter issued by the Office of Legal Services (OLS) to assist staff in obtaining information from medical providers when investigating a report of adult abuse, neglect and/or exploitation. The new letter is on the Division of Protection and Permanency (DPP) SOP Manuals website in the forms section entitled “APS HIPAA Letter for the Release of Medical Information”. 
The APS letter was patterned after the CPS HIPAA Letter for the Release of Medical Information, that was released to the field 1/5/06 for child protective cases. Both letters (the revised CPS and new APS HIPAA letters) now contain a space to enter “Send To:” information to ensure the provider knows exactly to “whom” and “where” the information is to be sent.
