SUBJECT: Drug Testing Request Process
The purpose of this memorandum is to remind staff of the procedures in SOP 1.16(A) for requesting a drug test.  The DPP-126 NTS Drug Collection form must be faxed to both:

1.  The local testing site, located in Resources on the SOP site or as linked in the SOP 1.16(A); and
2.  National Toxicology Specialists, Inc. (NTS) at 615-356-1890.

Test results will not be processed and released unless faxed to both the local testing site and National Toxicology Specialists.    

Also, please be reminded that the Cabinet will only pay for court ordered drug testing.  All other testing is to be completed under Voluntary Testing, SOP 1.16(B).  Please note that National Toxicology Specialists are locating new testing sites on a regular basis to assist DCBS.  The NTS Drug Testing sites list will be updated/revised at the close of business every Friday.  Please ensure that staff uses the most up to date listing available.
