SUBJECT: Medically Fragile Children
The purpose of this memorandum is to remind staff to follow SOP regarding a child in the custody of the Cabinet who has medical issues.  Please ensure that SOP is followed for children who may need to be deemed as "medically fragile."  Within the next quarter, Regional Nurses from the Commission for Children with Special Health Care Needs (CCSHCN) will begin to make home visits with Caseworkers that involve medically fragile children.  It is critical that the medically fragile process is followed as outlined in the following SOP:
· 7E.4.10 Medically Care for a Medically Fragile Child;
· 7E.4.11 Regional Health Service Management Team;

· 7E.4.12 Reevaluation of a Medically Fragile Child; 
· 7E.4.13 Discontinuance from Medically Fragile Status.
