SUBJECT: Indiana Rescinds Requirements Requiring Licensure of Relatives as Foster Care Providers when Requesting Interstate Home Evaluations
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff that effective July 17, 2007, Indiana issued policy that rescinded Indiana's requirements requiring licensure of relatives as Foster Care providers and all licensure requirements for pre-adoptive placement with relatives when requesting Interstate home evaluations.  DCBS staff may still request an interstate relative foster care home study from Indiana if so desired, however, it is no longer an Indiana requirement.

Revisions have been made to SOP 1.13.1 Request to Another State for an Interstate Parental/Relative Home Evaluation to reflect these changes to Indiana’s requirements.
