SUBJECT: Absent Parent Searches
Protection & Permanency staff routinely need assistance in locating a child’s parent.  The Division of Child Support has access to valuable information through the Federal Parent Locator Service (FPLS) and can gather and share timely information about children’s noncustodial parents.  To access FPLS, P&P field staff must complete the Absent Parent Search Form and email the completed form to Jacob.Vanderoort@ky.gov.  For FPLS requests when only a name is available, a state of birth and the names of the individual’s parents must be included on the Absent Parent Search Form.  
The Absent Parent Search Form has been inserted into Standards of Practice SOP 7D.30.1D and SOP 7E.1.13 and is also available on the Resources section of the SOP manual website.  Please advise staff to review the Absent Parent Search SOP and to utilize the Absent Parent Search Form when requesting location services from the Division of Child Support.
