Placement Considerations for Children with Mental Retardation or Developmental Disabilities
The purpose of this memorandum is to highlight and expand upon existing Standards of Practice relating to children/youth with developmental disabilities in out of home care.  To ensure youth have supports available to them when they reach adulthood, the MAP-620 Application for SCL Waiver and ICF/MR Services should be completed and submitted to the DMHDMR for every child, regardless of age, with a diagnosis of Mental Retardation or an IQ score of 70 or below.  This procedure is specified in SOP 7E.1.1 Process Overview – Initial Actions After Custody/Commitment.  Upon the completion and acceptance of the MAP-620 by DMHDMR, the child will be given a slot on the Supports for Community Living (SCL) waiting list.  Process information is further referenced in SOP 7E.2.8 Transition From OOHC For Disabled Youth and the Resource Manual for Youth with Disabilities in Foster Care
.

All DCBS committed children placed in SCL programs are to be visited no less than every thirty (30) calendar days by P&P staff.  To further clarify and assist staff with processes related to SCL placements, SOP 7E.3.4 Ongoing Contact with the Child has been supplemented to include the following review tool and tip sheet:  

· The Support for Community Living Program Visit - Review of Records and Facility Form may be utilized by field and Central Office staff during face to face contacts with a child placed in a SCL placement and is accessible through the DPP online manual forms website, as well as by link in SOP 7E.3.4; and  
· The Supports for Community Living Tip Sheet has been added to provide further details to the DPP online manual resources website.
