SUBJECT:  SUPERVISION PLANS FOR CHILDREN IN PCP PLACEMENTS
The purpose of this PPM is to advise field staff of new requirements related to supervision plans for youth in state’s custody placed with private child placing (PCP) agencies as required by 922 KAR 1:310 Standards for Child-Placing Agencies.  This regulation requires that a PCP conduct an initial assessment and develop and Individual Treatment Plan (ITP) within 30 days of placement.   The regulation now also requires that the agency develop a plan for supervision of the child, which is attached to the ITP.  
It is expected that the supervision plan would be based on all available information that the agency has during the assessment, and would be updated as new information became available and as the child’s behavior indicated.   A supervision plan identifies the current supervision needs and expectations for the child based on the child’s recent and past: incidents; high-risk behaviors; and needs identified in the assessment.  The supervision plan includes goals and objectives for the child’s improvement with tasks assigned to the child placing agency and foster home parent.  The PCP reviews a child’s ITP and supervision plan on a quarterly basis or more frequently as the child’s needs or circumstances dictate.  
DCBS staff will be receiving copies of the supervision plans with ITPs for placement in the DCBS case file.  Supervision plans are signed by PCP staff and the foster parent.  It is not appropriate for PCP staff to require the DCBS worker to sign the supervision plan.
