SUBJECT:  Participation by an objective third party in OOHC periodic reviews 
The purpose of this PPM is to remind field staff to document their compliance with Public Law 96-272 as it relates to case conferences and case planning.  The requirements of the public law are incorporated into SOP 7C.7.3  Six (6) Month FTM Periodic Review.
For a child in out-of-home-care (OOHC), federal law requires the agency to conduct periodic case reviews for the development of a case plan.  Periodic reviews are conducted in six month intervals from the date the child entered OOHC until legal permanency is achieved.  As part of the federal requirement, an objective third party reviewer participates in the review and the development of a new case plan.  The objective third party must be someone who is not the case manager or in the line of supervision for that case.  Field personnel are reminded to appropriately document the participation of the objective third party by having the objective third party sign the case plan.  Success in this area will be monitored as part of the federal performance improvement plan (PIP).
