Discontinuation of Title IV-E Forms

This memorandum provides information regarding certain Title IV-E forms that are no longer necessary to complete.  The DPP-1272-Title IV-E Adoption Assistance form and DSS-1264-Title IV-E Adoption Assistance Eligibility Summary are no longer used because they have become obsolete.  Due to changes in the Federal IV-E Adoption Policy these forms are no longer required for the Children’s Benefits Worker to complete.  
The DPP-1265 Redetermination Status Report is no longer necessary because this is a form that was created before TWIST as a way to determine if a child continued to be eligible to receive Title IV-E funding.  Now that there is more technology available to the Children’s Benefits Worker, this form is no longer necessary as a way to redetermine eligibility.
