         SUBJECT:    Financial Aid for Foster Youth

The purpose of this memorandum is to serve as a reminder to staff that now is the time for foster youth who are high school seniors to begin preparation for college enrollment for the fall semester. Once a foster youth receives their 2009 W-2s and submits their tax forms, they can complete the 2010-2011 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Foster youth already attending college will need to complete the 2010-2011 renewal FAFSA online. The priority deadline for completing the FAFSA is March 15, 2010.
Due to current budgetary concerns, staff will need to ensure foster youth are accessing all financial aid funds available to them prior to requesting tuition assistance funds through the Cabinet.
