Protective and Preventive Child Care Referrals
The purpose of this memorandum is to remind staff of the requirements necessary for a family to be eligible for protective or preventive child care assistance.  The Child Safety Branch is working in conjunction with the Division of Child Care to assure that all child care assistance requests have been appropriately completed by the social service worker (SSW).
In order to request that a family begin receiving protective or preventive child care, the SSW must complete the DCC-85-Approval for Child Care Assistance form.  If the submitted DCC-85 is incomplete or the child care request does not have the proper justification, the SSW will receive an email from the Child Safety Branch requesting that the additional information be added to the form.  
The child care request may not be approved until the updated DCC-85 is approved by the Child Safety Branch and resubmitted to the Division of Child Care.  Child care assistance is time limited and subject to redetermination when there is an open CPS case (per SOP 1B.19).

Prior to submitting the DCC-85, please ensure that:

· The DCC-85 is completed in its entirety, with every box filled in;
· The DCC-85 provides clear justification regarding why the preventive/protective child care assistance is necessary (describe, in detail, how child care assistance prevents abuse, neglect and/or dependency, per SOP 1B.19(A) and 1B.19(B));
· Child care is not being requested solely based on issues of low/no income (per SOP 1B.19);  
· An assessment of the family is completed to determine if the family qualifies for income based child care assistance or if child care could be provided as a part of a Family Support program;
· There is an open case or FINSA/investigation; and
· The FSOS has provided a detailed explanation for waiving the co-payment in the justification section on the DCC-85, if it is believed that it is appropriate for the co-payment to be waived (co-payments are not automatically waived, per SOP 1B.19(A) and 1B.19(B)).
