DPP-106J Medication Transfer Form
A new form has been created in the DPP-106 series to assist the agency and resource parents in maintaining accurate records of a child’s medication during placement changes and visits with family members.  

The DPP-106J Medication Transfer Form provides information about when the last dose of medication was given, how many pills are in the bottle, how many refills are left and when the medication should be refilled.  This form will assist staff and resource parents in identifying discrepancies.  If a discrepancy is discovered the child’s SSW should be notified so resolution can occur.
*As a reminder, it is important that all medication is kept out of the reach of children, as some medications may not be in child proof containers.
