SUBJECT:   Revision to SOP 4.65 Credit Reports for Youth in Foster Care
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff of a revision to SOP 4.65 Credit Reports for Youth in Foster Care. Previously, a revision was made to SOP 4.65 due to Federal Law:  P.L. 113-183. The credit reports requirement for all youth in foster care was changed from youth aged sixteen (16) years and older to youth who have attained fourteen (14) years of age and older.  

The revision was made to the Procedure section of SOP 4.65, but was not included in the Practice Guidance section. The revision has now been made to the Practice Guidance section.
