Health Care Information for Youth Exiting Out of Home Care
The purpose of this information memorandum is to introduce additional resources for youth who are exiting out of home care. The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (PPACA) requires that youth exiting out of home care are educated in health care information, including a living will.  This information is included in the recently revised independent living curriculum, transition plans, and exit packets.  The independent living curriculum is available for all youth ages 16 and older and includes the areas of community resources, education, employment, housing, money management, and health (which will include the “Kentucky Living Will Packet” and health insurance information). The living will allows an individual to designate a health care surrogate if he or she is unconscious or too ill to communicate on his or her own behalf.  The youth transition plan has been updated to include all of this information as well.  
Beginning in the near future, the exit packets will be given to each youth prior to their exit from care and include a comprehensive listing of services for the youth to keep.  The packets include sections on personal information, applications and requests, medical information (which will include the “Kentucky Living Will Packet” and information about health insurance), housing information, education information, and resource directories for the service regions.
The regional independent living coordinators will provide the youth with this information as appropriate.  Workers will need to direct youth to contact their Guardian Ad Litem if they have any questions regarding the living will.
