HANDS Program Expansion 

The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff that the Kentucky Health Access Nurturing Development Services (HANDS) program has recently expanded to provide services to a larger population.  Local HANDS programs are now able to serve families who are expecting a new child, even if they already have a child.  

Historically, only first time parents were eligible to receive services through HANDS, but beginning July 1, 2015, eligible women were able to apply during pregnancy or before their newest child is twelve (12) weeks old, even if they already have a child.
