Retraction and Re-issuance of Standard of Practice (SOP) Procedures in Adult Protective Services (APS) specific to Domestic Violence, Spouse/Partner Abuse or Neglect 
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to notify staff of a retraction and re-issuance of SOP procedures in Adult Protective Services (APS) specific to Domestic Violence, Spouse/Partner Abuse or Neglect as issued in PPTL 05-20. SOPs throughout Chapters 4 – 4G, predominantly contained within Chapter 4C – Report of Domestic Violence, Spouse/Partner Abuse or Neglect (as issued on 10-14-05) have been changed to include “partners” when receiving reports and providing services to victims of domestic violence, which is consistent with current practice.  The effective date of this PPTL is 11-15-05, the same effective date of PPTL 05-20, Chapter 4 – Adult Protective Services (APS).  Thus, all revisions to APS Chapter 4 SOPs have the same effective date of 11/15/05.

The Division of Protection and Permanency regrets any inconvenience or confusion this retraction and re-issuance may cause.  As discussions continue with the Office of Legal Services, additional fine tuning of APS SOPs may be necessary.  In the meantime, we have been advised to continue to provide the same services to spouses and partners of domestic violence as before the legislative changes made as a result of House Bill 298.
