The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of new SOPs 7A.2.7 Exposure to Methamphetamine (Meth) Production and 7B.5.1 Child(ren) Exposed to Methamphetamine Production (Meth Lab) Investigations. The new SOPs outline procedures for staff regarding acceptance and investigation of reports of child(ren) exposed to methamphetamine production and/or the chemicals/areas to make methamphetamine. There are references to SOP 7B.5.1 in Chapter 7A-CPS Intake with revisions to:
SOP 7A.1 – General Guidelines for Receiving a Report; and
SOP 7A.2.1 – Types of Neglect.
