SUBJECT: Revised and New Standard of Practice (SOP) in Chapter 7E – CPS Ongoing Out-of-Home Care (OOHC) and Chapter 7G – Aftercare Planning
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of:

· Revisions to SOP 7E.1.4(B) – Medically Fragile Resource Home, which outlines responsibility of staff to work with the Medical Resource Section when requesting a placement in a non-medically fragile resource home and a medically fragile placement is not available; 
· New SOP 7E.2.6(B) – Use of Discharge Planning Prior to Leaving a Hospital or Treatment Facility, which outlines required procedures regarding discharge planning; and
· Revisions to Chapter 7G – Aftercare Planning, which clarifies procedures regarding the FSOS reviewing the Aftercare Plan with the SSW.
