The purpose of this transmittal letter is to notify staff of revisions to SOP regarding Family Preparation and the related Reimbursements. The new SOP is indicated by red print and is found in Chapter 3A - Family Preparation and Chapter 3B - Reimbursements on the DPP online manual website.

· The revisions to the SOP were precipitated by revisions to 922 KAR 1:350 - Family Preparation, and passage of House Bill 159 - Foster Parent Bill of Rights.  These revisions include, but are not limited to:

· Requiring proof of citizenship or legal status;

· Health exam process to include TB testing;

· Change to where fingerprint cards for processing are mailed;

· Addition of the Foster Parent Rights;

· Revisions to Respite Care to assist in accessing respite.
