Revisions and Additions to SOP relating to Out of Home Care
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to notify staff of revisions to SOP that relate to Out of Home Care.  The SOP revisions and additions will be effective November 1, 2007, and include:
· SOP 2.1.1, Swift Adoption Teams (Revision):  SOP 2.1.2 Swift Quarterly Report was deleted and combined with this SOP;
· SOP 2.1.2, “Goodbye” Visit (New):  SOP and a tip sheet (Preparing For the “Goodbye” Visit Tip Sheet) are provided;
· SOP 2.3.4, Pre-Placement Travel Expenses For Kentucky Families (Revision):  Clarification regarding travel expenses is provided;
· SOP 3A.4, Pre-Service Family Preparation Training (Revision):  A procedure supplements existing SOP for situations in which an applicant completes training in a region other than the region in which they live;
· SOP 3B.3, Specialized Foster Care Per Diems (Revision):  Clarification is provided for foster home reimbursements and training;
· SOP 7C.10.6, Planned Permanent Living Arrangement (Revision):  Procedures and a worksheet (DPP-201, Planned Permanent Living Arrangement (PPLA) Worksheet) were added to the existing approval process;
· SOP 7E.3.3(A), Working With Incarcerated Parents (New):  Guidance for visits with incarcerated parents is provided;
· SOP 7E.3.4, Ongoing Contact With The Child (Revision):  The location of the visit with the child is specified;
· SOP 7E.3.19, Pregnant Youth (New):  Procedures are provided when working with committed pregnant youth; and 
· SOP 7E.3.20, Photography, Videotaping or Audiotaping Of A Child In OOHC (New):  Procedures and a release (DCBS-2, Release of Information For Photography, Videotaping or Audiotaping) are provided.
