Addition to Standards of Practice (SOP) Relating to Misuse of Controlled Substance Prescriptions
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to notify staff of the issuance of new SOP to be utilized by staff when it is suspected a client may be misusing controlled substance prescriptions that are directly related to suspected child or adult abuse.  The new SOP includes:

· SOP 1.17 Accessing Violations Of the Kentucky Controlled Substance Act As They Pertain To An Individual Identified In a DCBS Investigation.  Also included in this release is the accompanying form, the new DPP-109 DEPPB Investigative Report Request; and  

· SOP 4B.1.1 and SOP 7B.1.1, both titled Accessing Violations of the Kentucky Controlled Substance Act as They Pertain to an Individual Identified in a DCBS Investigation, are provided in Chapters 4B & 7B to link to the new SOP 1.17 to facilitate access by staff.
