According to Public Law 105-89, the Adoption and Safe Families Act (ASFA), reasonable efforts to reunify a child with their family shall not be required if a court of competent jurisdiction has determined that:

The parent has subjected the child to “Aggravated Circumstances” (as defined by KRS 600.020(2) and KRS 610.127) where there is a very low probability for family reunification.  These are defined as follows: abandonment, torture, chronic abuse and sexual abuse.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  The Court has waived reasonable efforts on this case.  (Do not complete the rest of this form, this case does not meet the guidelines for a concurrent planning case).
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent has not attempted or has not had contact with the child for a period of not less than ninety (90) days;

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent is incarcerated and will be unavailable to care for the child for a period of at least one (1) year from the date of the child's entry into foster care and there is no appropriate relative placement available during this period of time;

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent has sexually abused the child and has refused available treatment;
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  The parent has sexually abused the child or is required to register on a sex offender registry under 42 USC sec. 16913, the Adam Walsh Child Protection and Safety Act of 2006;

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent has been found by the Cabinet to have engaged in abuse of the child that required removal from the parent's home two (2) or more times in the past two (2) years; or

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent has committed a felony assault that resulted in serious bodily injury to the child or to another child of the parent.

 OR

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent has been convicted in a criminal proceeding of having caused or contributed to the death of another child of the parent. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parental rights of the parent to a sibling have been terminated involuntarily.

 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parent is engaged in a pattern of conduct due to alcohol or other drug abuse as defined in KRS 222.005 (12) for a period of not less than ninety (90) days that has rendered the parent incapable of caring for the immediate and ongoing needs of the child, and the parent has refused or failed to complete available treatment for alcohol or other drug abuse.
 FORMCHECKBOX 
  The parent is mentally ill as defined in KRS 202A.011(9) or mentally retarded as defined in KRS 202B.010(9) or other developmental disability as defined in KRS 387.510(7) that places the child at substantial risk of physical or emotional injury even if the most appropriate and available services were provided to the parent for twelve (12) months. 

 FORMCHECKBOX 
  Other circumstances in existence that make continuation or implementation of reasonable efforts to preserve or unify the family that are inconsistent with the best  interests of the child and with the permanency plan for the child.  

If any of the above listed items are checked, with the exception of the first item, concurrent planning shall be pursued.  If the court waives reasonable efforts then concurrent planning is not utilized.
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
