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Locate Medically Fragile Placement or determine alternate placement


If placement is not currently approved as a Medically Fragile placement, implement SOP for approval of medically fragile child to be placed in alternate setting. 


Notify CCSHN of child and schedule joint home visit


Issue Medical Passport to caregiver.


Schedule meeting of Regional Health Services Management team to develop IHP.


Discuss transportation and training needs with caregivers


Determine need for home health referrals and/or durable medical equipment (CCSHN nurse may assist)
