COURT REPORT OUTLINE

THE CHILD

1. Date and state of birth and Division of Vital Statistics birth certificate number, sex, race of child.

2. Date of placement in adoptive home, and circumstances of placement.  

3. Health and development in summary form.

4. Siblings of child. Give general information regarding health and development.

BIRTH PARENTS

1. Mother

a. Prepare brief information regarding state and date of birth, race and (if pertinent) nationality, background, religion, education and occupation.

b. Prepare brief physical description and description of personality.

c. Prepare information regarding health, only if it relates to reason for releasing child or if there are hereditary implications with regard to the child.

2. Father

Same as for Mother

Copies of pages 4 and 6 of the DSS-191 on each of the birth parents are attached to the court report. 

MATERNAL HISTORY

1. Grandparents

Provide brief information on race, education, and occupation. Keep in mind the purpose of the court report; include information regarding their participation in planning adoption for the child.

2. Siblings of Birth Mother

As a group, give general information regarding education, occupations, and health.

PATERNAL HISTORY

Same as for Maternal History

ADOPTIVE PARENTS

1. Relationship to Child

2. Residence

3. Personal History

a. Date of marriage – indicate verification

b. Religion

c. Age

d. Nationality; Descent

e. Education

f. Physical Condition

4. Economic condition (occupation, management of income)

5. Atmosphere of home.  Motivation for adoption and attitude of other members of household of immediate family (including other children) toward the child and the adoption.

ADJUSTMENT OF CHILD AND ADOPTIVE FAMILY

Provide a brief statement unless a problem exists that might preclude completion of the adoption.

REPORTED EXPENSES INCURRED IN THE ADOPTION

List all the types and amounts of expenses reported to the reported by the adoptive parents as incurred for the completion of the adoption. The adoptive parents are required by statute to file an affidavit with the court setting forth in detail a listing of the expenses for any purpose related to the adoption.

LEGAL STATUS OF CHILD

State whether all parental rights have been terminated and give date(s) for each termination.
