These activities include supporting the certification and accreditation of over 1,000 Opioid treatment programs that collectively treat over 200,000 patients annually. 
DPT also supports the training of medical and substance abuse professionals on a variety of treatment issues, including the use of new medications, such as Buprenorphine, that are anticipated to be approved by FDA for use by physicians.
